Scope

	Can the intervention of focus be a pharmaceutical agent or a biomedical device?
	Yes, however, for implementation science projects around effectiveness interventions of such agents or devices, alone or in combination with behavioural strategies, there must be strong pre-existing evidence of their effectiveness and affordability in the target setting (city environment) AND in low-resource contexts similar to the ones where the research will be undertaken.

	

Eligibility


	Principal Investigator requirements
	At the time of acceptance and for the duration of a grant the Chief Investigator A must be an Australian or New Zealand citizen, or a permanent resident of Australia, or have an appropriate work visa in place.  The Chief Investigator A must also be based in Australia for at least 80% of the funding period.

Where the work will be mainly carried out in low and middle income countries (LMICs), it would be expected that at least one Chief Investigator (other than 10TCIA10T) on the application will be from the country where the work will take place. 

Where the work will be mainly carried out to address health inequities in Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander communities, it would be expected that at least one Chief Investigator on the application will be a representative from these communities.
